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SECOND CALL FOR PROPOSALS
(FOR INDIVIDUALS AND INSTITUTIONS)

The Tanzania Media Fund (TMF) announces its second call for proposals and concept letters from individuals and media institutions wishing to receive grants for the purpose of increasing the quality and quantity of investigative and public interest journalism. Interested journalists and media institutions should submit their applications to the Programme Manager by 15 August, 2009. Thereafter, we shall continue receiving applications for rapid release and institutional grants only.

What is TMF?

Tanzania Media Fund (TMF) is a new fund that seeks to promote independence and quality in media with a particular focus on public interest and investigative journalism. TMF believes that independent media is the lifeblood of a free and democratic society. To support quality journalism, we offer:-
· A competitive grant making facility for individual and institutions involved in media production (print, television and radio), and

· A tailor- made learning facility for grantees that offers learning-by-doing resources, coaching, mentorship and networking opportunities.

Who can apply for TMF grants?

· Tanzania registered media house

· Media associations

· Media training institutes

· Civil society organizations (CSO) and media production companies  must apply in partnership with the media houses.

· Each applicant must also be active in media for at least one year.

· Individual journalists, based in Tanzania or writing for a Tanzanian audience, with an academic certificate in journalism or demonstrable work experience of at least two years.

What are the priority areas?
You should submit proposal that focus on at least one of the following priority areas:-

· Improve public transparency and accountability and promote informed public debate
· Increase the diversity of voices, especially from rural areas and/or of historically excluded people

·  tackle underlying causes of poverty in Tanzania
·  HIV/AIDs, Gender and rural issues
· media curriculum development, media infrastructure development, media lobbying and 
advocacy, media capacity building and innovation or new technology .

·  the intended output from all priority areas must be linked to the public interest and investigative journalism

How to apply

For  Institutional Grants  

TMF uses a two-step application process to eliminate unnecessary work for applicants. 

Step one is the standard concept letter.  TMF screens applications in order to determine if the project 

concept or idea is viable and the applicant meets the standard criteria. Applicants whose concept letters 

are approved shall obtain and submit the full proposal form for final consideration as step two. The 

application process takes 12 weeks or 90 days from the closing date. We shall keep you informed about the status of your application.

Concept application forms can be submitted without any attachment but full proposal applications should be submitted in duplicate together with the applicant organisation’s:
a) Constitution

b) Memorandum and articles of association and 

c) Certificate of registration. 

d) an audited accounts or financial overview

For Individual Grants 

You may obtain an application form in English or Swahili from our office or download them from our 

website at the following address: http://www.tmf.or.tz/en/node/39. The application process for strategic capacity and regional grants takes 8 weeks from the closing date. We receive applications for rapid release grants and process them within two weeks.

The full application should be submitted in duplicate together with: 

a) your CV

b) one recent passport-size photo

c) two samples of previously published articles ( print or electronic) and 

d) two names and full addresses of referees.
